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Proverbs 23:13-14 
13 Eat honey, my son, for it is good;  

honey from the comb is sweet to your taste. 

 14 Know also that wisdom is sweet to your soul; 

If you find it, there is a future hope for you,  

and your hope will not be cut off. 

 

As honey is to our taste buds, so is wisdom to our souls.  This seems to be the thought behind the prov-
erb.  Honey is a wonderful sweetener but what we have recently learned is that honey also carries won-
derful medicinal qualities.  According to The Medical News, many scientists are calling for more study to 

substantiate this claim, stating: 

 

The fact that honey can help wounds to heal is something that was known to the Ancient Egyp-
tians several thousand years ago. And in the last two world wars poultices with honey were used 
to assist the healing process in soldiers' wounds. However, the rise of the new antibiotics replaced 
this household remedy. óIn hospitals today we are faced with germs which are resistant to almost 
all the current anti-biotics,' Dr. Arne Simon explains. óAs a result, the medical use of honey is be-
coming attractive again for the treatment of wounds.'  ( http://www.news-medical.net/
news/2006/07/27/19109.aspx ) 

 

Wisdom, like honey, is not only sweet to the soul, but the scrip-
tures suggest that wisdom also has restorative powers: ñéif you 
find it, there is a future hope for you, and your hope will not be cut 

offò (vs. 14). 

The Scriptures further reveal that Jesus Christ is the honey, or an-
cient wisdom, which has been given as the exclusive remedy for 
the soul, with the promise of a ñfuture hopeò and protection from 
being ñcut off.ò More than a concoction of folklore, there is no 
question that millions over the centuries have discovered the 
sweetness of the Gospel of Jesus, but they have also discovered 
a healing in part which will be complete in the Day of our Lord and the Resurrection of the dead.  We live 
in hope that perfect healing will come in due time. Our assurance rests in the death and resurrection of 
Jesus.  His prediction that they could destroy this temple (meaning his body) and in three days He would 
raise it up again, came true (John 2:19-21). 

Paul writes to the Church at Corinth concerning this wisdom: 
ñéwe preach Christ crucified: a stumbling block to Jews and foolishness to Gentiles, but to those whom 
God has called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. For the foolish-
ness of God is wiser than man's wisdom, and the weakness of God is stronger than man's strength.  (1 

Corinthians 1:23-25). 

 

May is the month of our Youth Confirmation.  On Sunday, May 2nd  Tanner Borg, Dirk Husemann, Elise 
Rodriguez, Matthew Vohlken and Michael Weaver will publicly confess their faith in our Lord and Savior, 
Jesus Christ. We thank God for revealing to them the sweetness of knowing Christ and the wisdom (and 
healing) that comes through Him.
